Traffic & Access Control

 Assist in directing participants to their respective staging areas  

 Control movement and flow of the parade  

 Provide access control along parade route  

 Serve as parade Mobile Guides.  

          (Must be able to walk the 3 mile parade route)  

 Assist as-needed on the date of the Parade  

Media & Public Relation Services  

As a volunteer on our Media & Communications team,  

you will be able to:  

 Share your professional photo and video services by  docu-

menting the parade experience. Operators must have their 

own equipment.

 Assist the Social Media Coordinator with Facebook, Twitter, etc.
